1.  What is the typical feature of English language in New Zealand?

5.  What do you know about population?

There are only 4 million  inhabitants in quite a large territory, so many places are untouched by humans so far. They have many national parks and open areas between towns and cities.
6.  Say something about Maori people and teir life in NZ in the past?

Maori people are a respected noble-looking race, gifted and intelligent, they have been living in NZ for 800 years.Their artistic skills and military prowess are famous. It is not sure that they were the first to come to NZ,according to some evidence the Moriori were the first and were conquered by 
Maori warriors. The warmer North Island was populated more because of the climate.
7.  Why is NZ named after a part of Holland?
Originally it was spelled Zeeland, it´s Dutch spelling, because the first European to see NZ was the Dutch explorer Abel Tasman in 1642. The Tasman Sea and Tasmaia are also named after that successful sailor.

8.  Why didn´t NZ become a Dutch colony?

It might have been BUT: Tasman got scared about The Maori because some of them came aboard his ship, then killed and also ATE some of the members of his crew.             
9.  Can you find any French legacy in New Zealand?

Yes, in a small town Akaroa, that is „a piece of France“. Many street signs and shop names are in French, that´s a legacy of early French settlement.

10. What important  happened  in 1840?
New Zealand became a British colony on the 6th February 1840 when The Treaty of Waitangi was signed. The Treaty was translated into Maori for the chiefs and they were promised their rights and protection from others. The day is thought as the foundation of NZ and it is a national holiday.
11. What do you know about the problems with the treaty?

The translation of the Treaty was not precious, some parts had a little different meaning, also Maori didn´t undertand properly what the sale meant, they saw it as a loan.
12. What cause the biggest problems and misunderstanding? How did it end?

The Maori didn´t think their land would be taken away from them for ever and so they didn´t understand why so many British people come and stay to live there. White Europeans coming to NZ were called Pakeha. This confusion and problems connected with it resulted in going to war for 10 years in 1860. Europeans won.
13. Why NZ started to be a rich and stabilise country by the end of 19th century?
After the war there was a 100-year-lasting peaceful period without any fights, so the development of the country was positive, moreover gold was discovered there and they started sheep farming which helped the country to stabilise.
14. New Zealand is surprisingly modern concerning human rights and also politics, what was it, what 

      happened in 1893?

NZ was the first country in the world to give the vote to women in 1893.

15. What was the relationship of the British and New Zealanders like until 1970´s?

NZ was dependent on Britain in every way – politically, militarily, economically, emotionally.New Zealanders felt Britain as their  mother country. Even the third generation of them called it home.
Their loyalty to Britain was remarkable.

16.When did it change and why? What is the situation like today?

In 1970´s Britain started to focus on European Union.The country underwent enormous monetary problems, they had to learn everythinh, they were no more the british colony, were on their own.

It was Maori identity, their culture and traditions, their skills and abilities that helped New Zealanders to develop their self-confidence. Nowadays the relationships between Britain and NZ
are still good and warm, the country is the member of the Cmmonwealth and support the Queen Elizabeth II.
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
