They used tattoos over their faces and also buttocks, important women also in the chin.Their clothes 
Were mostly skirts made of woven flax, dog fur,etc. They decorated themselves by feathers from 

the kiwi and the moa. Toay they still use some tattoo and like different decorations.

It´s like in the past,their products are made of greenstone = jade, bone and wood. Their designs are popular and sell well all over the world.
