This state is a member of 
the British Commonwealth which means that the head of Australia is the British monarch. Nowadays it is Elizabeth II. In her absence she is represented by Governor General. Australia is a constitutional monarchy, in practice a parliamentary democracy. The parliament, which has two chambers – Senate and House of Representatives, has legislative power. Prime Minister and Cabinet have executive power.

Australia is divided into six states and two territories, which include Northern Territory and Capital Territory. Among states belong Western Australia, South Australia, Victoria, New South Wales, Queensland and Tasmania.The capital city is Canberra, which means “meeting place“ in aboriginal language. Other big cities are for example Syndey, Melbourne, Perth or Adelaide. Official language is Australian English and currency is an Australian Dollar. 

As for symbols, first of all we should mention a flag and an anthem. The flag includes The Union Jack, the constellation of southern cross and the Commonwealth seven-pointed star. The anthem is called Advance Australia Fair. Other symbols are for example (animals) red kangaroo, emu, (plants) golden wattle, eucalyptus, (stone) opal, etc.

In the north there are rainforests and in the east there we can find mountains called the Australian Cordilleras. Among the most well-known belong the Blue Mountains, which is also the national park, the Australian Alps and the highest peak is Mt.Kosciusco. In the central-eastern part lowland is situated. There are only a few lakes and rivers. Some get even dry during the year, we call them creeks. The examples of lakes are Lake Eyre, Gairdner or Torrens. The longest river system is The Murray and the Darling.
