Exercise 3 - VOCABULARY AND PHRASES
Explain in as much detail as you can what the following words or phrases mean:

A busker – someone who plays music in public places, usually for money (but not always) – sometimes it's illegal
Double decker – a type of bus – you can have open-top ones too, for tourists
Entry Forbidden – you are not allowed to go beyond that point!
Sightseeing -  what people do in London, to look at the 'sights' (monuments, buildings etc)
To congregate – when a lot of people gather together in one place (e.g: in church, it would be called a 'congregation
It's like Piccadilly Circus – it means a place is very busy, could be a workplace, school, public place – lots of people coming and going, like traffic
Mind the gap – a warning given on the Tube/Underground just before the doors open or close, to remind people to beware of the gap between the train carriage and the platform

1) In Trafalgar Square, there is a monument – who is it to, and what for? - it is to commemorate Admiral Nelson who led the navy in the Battle of Trafalgar, in 1805, and died during it
2) What exactly is Big Ben? - it is the name of the great bell in the clock in the tower of the end of the Palace of Westminster
3) What are the three main political parties in Great Britain called? Conservatives (Tories), Labour, and Liberal Parties
4) What do the letters 'MP' stand for? Member of Parliament
5) Traditionally, why do 'Beefeaters' have their name – and what is their more common function nowadays? They have the name because traditionally they were believed to have eaten beef from the King's table. These days, they are guards who are also guides for the tourists, to help answer their questions etc
6) How would you know if the Queen is at home or not? If the flag is raised (up), she is at home – if it is lowered (down) she is away, and if it is at half-mast (halfway) someone in the royal family has died.
7) What is the name of the current British Prime Minister, and which political party does he represent? David Cameron, and he represents the Conservative Party.

8) How would you describe the shape of St Paul's Cathedral? It is recognised by it's dome shape.
