THE LAKE DISTRICT:

1) The Lake District is famous for a well-known poet, and a writer of children's stories – who are they?
William Wordsworth (poet) and Beatrix Potter (writer of children's books)
2) Geographically, where is the Lake District located in England?
The North West
3) What is the name of the largest lake in the Lake District?
Lake Windermere
4) What is a popular local name for the hills and mountains of the Lake District, which also lends its name to the most popular activity there?
They are known as 'Fells' and therefore tourists enjoy 'Fellwalking'.
5) What is the highest mountain in the Lake District called?
Scafell Pike (978 metres)

6) What kind of scenery would you expect to find in the Lake District? Use as much vocabulary as you know.
Mountains, hills (fells), rivers, waterfalls (force), lakes (meres), small lakes (tarns), streams/brooks (becks), rocks, crags, pass(es), landscape, scenery, countryside (NOT nature, in that sense!), barren (empty) spaces, footpaths, scree (loose rocks)

STONEHENGE:

Located near Salisbury, this famous, mysterious stone circle is a favourite for tourists from all over the world. 
1) It is connected with a group of people (seen in the picture) who perform a religious ceremony there – who are they?
They are Druids, and they are usually dressed in white – it is a pagan religion (non-Judeo-Christian)
2) There are 2 special dates each year for them – state either the exact dates, or the names of the days, or both.
Summer Solstice on June 20th/21st, and the Winter Solstice on December 21st/22nd
3) Salisbury is the closest city – it is famous for:

A) it's castle
B) it's cathedral
C) it's palace

CORNWALL:

1) What is the most south-western point of England known as?
Land's End
2) This place is also the starting or finishing point for the which long-distance walk?
The Land's End to John O'Groats long-distance walk – 1,900kms – which can take 2-3 months to do, though people also cycle it, run it, and even skateboard it!
3) What is the name of the small island near Penzance, which can only be reached on foot when the tide is out?
St Michael's Mount (which has a twin in Normandy, France – Mont St Michel)
4) Which environmental project in Cornwall is named after a famous garden?
The Eden Project
5) What is a lighthouse, where is it usually located, and what is it for?
It is a building with a light at the top, used for warning ships that they are either near land or dangerous rocks – they are often located on coastlines, shores, or groups of rocks off the mainland

WALES: 
1) What is the national sport of Wales?
Rugby
2) Per square mile, Wales has more of what than any other country in the world?
Castles
3) What is the highest mountain in Wales?
Snowdon (1,085 metres)
4) Anthony Hopkins is a Welshman – what is he famous for?

He is an actor, famous for many roles such as: Silence of the Lambs, The World's fastest Indian, The Mask of Zorro, Legends of the Fall, Noah etc
5) Wales is a principality – who is the current Prince of Wales?
Prince Charles (son of Queen Elizabeth II) is the current Prince of Wales
6) The Elan Valley reservoirs (mid-Wales) supply water to which English city?
Birmingham

7) What is the capital of Wales?
Cardiff
SCOTLAND:
1) What is Hadrian's Wall? Who was it built by – and for what reason?
It is a wall that used to stretch over the width of northern England (some of which is now the border with Scotland), and it was built by the Romans to keep the Barbarians out of England (Roman territory)
2) What exactly is a haggis?
A famous Scottish meal, made of minced sheeps offal (the intestines of the sheep) and put into a real sheep's stomach, and boiled – it is served with 'tatties' (potatos) and 'neeps' (turnips, a white root vegetable)

3) What is Loch Ness famous for?
The legendary Loch Ness Monster (Nessie), whose existence has never been proven
4) What is Scotland's highest mountain?
Ben Nevis (1,344 metres)
5) Sean Connery is one of Scotland's most famous actors – what role(s) is he most famous for?
He has played many roles, but is most remember for being the best James Bond!
6) What is the capital of Scotland?

THE 3 PEAKS CHALLENGE:
In Great Britain, it is possible to take part in what is known as 'The 3 Peaks Challenge'. This involves walking up the 3 highest mountains in Scotland, England and Wales (as well as some driving) within 24 hours. Many people are sponsored for a charity when they attempt this difficult feat.

1. What order should the peaks be done in, do you think? Name them and give reasons why.
Most people suggest doing Ben Nevis first, because it is the highest, and then it would be natural to do Scafell Pike, and end with Snowdon – some of the walking/scrambling will be in the dark (so the best time of the year is summer as there is more daylight), and it is important to share the driving with friends (if possible)
2. What is meant by 'sponsorship'? Explain how it might work in this case.
Sponsorship – to be sponsored means that you first of all choose a charity that you would like to raise money for (Children in Need, or Cancer Awareness etc), and then inform your friends/contacts of what you intend to do, and that they can sponsor you for a certain amount of money (e.g: per mountain that you climb, of for the whole thing). You keep a record (sheet) of your sponsors and how much they are offering. When you have finished the event, then you collect the money and give it to the charity. You can even get newspaper/media coverage beforehand to promote your effort.
